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For more than thirty-five years the British
government has pursued a policy of

‘normalisation’ in Ireland, seeking to portray

the occupation of the Six counties as ‘normal’

and ‘democratic’ - while in reality it is neither. 1

Britain's occupation forces in Ireland currently
include 5,000 combat troops, 9,000
paramilitary police and 100s of MI5
operatives. All of these forces are loyal to
the head of the British state - one Elizabeth
Windsor, also known as the ‘British Queen’.

Brian Cowen's government has announced
that it will invite Elizabeth Windsor on a state
visit to the Twenty Six Counties, most likely

in the summer of 2011. The only thing that

can stop that visit going ahead is people power.
