éirigi is a Dublin based Socialist
Republican campaigns group. We
believe that a genuine all Ireland
Republic can only be brought
about by implementing the political
programme set out in the 1916
Proclamation. This requires an end to
the British occupation of part of our
national territory and the creation of
a society based on the fundamental
principles of liberty, justice and
equality for all citizens.

The 90th Anniversary of the 1916
Rising has generated much debate
about the historic importance of that
period in our nation’s history. The
political vision of 1916, however,
cannot be consigned to history.
The vision and ideals of the men
and women of 1916 have yet to be
realised.The Proclamation remains
a living document. It is as relevant
today as it was ninety years ago
when Padraig Pearse read the
Proclamation to the citizens of
Dublin from the steps of the GPO.
